Purpose of Prayer

Our prayers MUST have Purpose. 

What Are You trying to Accomplish When You Pray?

· Not to IMPRESS PEOPLE. 

· Not to IMPRESS or INFORM GOD. 

· Purpose of Prayer = To Bring God’s Will Into Your Reality! Matt. 5:10

Persistence of Prayer
Jesus makes the assumption that we WILL pray. 6:9 “…when you pray” not IF you pray. 

“Ask … Seek … Knock” = These words are in the present perfect tense which denotes continuous action. 

Persistence in prayer…

· Affirms God as the only answer!

· Keeps you close to God’s heart. (When you stop praying about something it is a sign that you have given up or that you do not trust God in that area.) 

Cf. Luke 18:1-8; Luke 11:5-13

Let’s Bombard Heaven With A Prayer for Breakthrough!

Participation in Prayer
God wants us to actively wait on Him. Cf. Is. 40:31 

Illustration: We should wait not as a bored, lazy person but rather as an attentive waiter. “Jesus, may I wait on you today?”

Asking, Seeking and Knocking implies that we are DOING something while we petition God. 

What are you DOING about your miracle?
