(Song: Open the Eyes of My Heart)
Do You See What I See?

2 Kings 6:8-22 (Key Verse: 15-17)

Sight is the ability to see what is in front of us. Sight is the ability to look at the situation and say this is what I see. Vision, is the ability to look at the situation and see what is not there but what can and will be. There is a difference between having sight and having vision. Sight will make you see what is, but vision will make you see what will be there. Sight will make you see what is happening, but vision will make you see what is going to happen. Sight sees the predicament, but vision sees the potential. Sight sees the present, but vision, sees the promise of God. If you don’t believe me then ask Ray Charles, who did not have sight but who had a vision for his life. If you don’t believe me then ask Stevie Wonder who lacking, sight still had a vision for his life. We can have all the sight in the world, if we don’t have vision we are in serious trouble.
What Do You See When You Look At Your Life? 
Who’s Perspective Are You Looking from?

Many times we look from Satan’s Perspective. His job is to kill, steal and destroy. You know you are viewing your life from Satan’s perspective when everything seems negative. 

But when you began to view your life from God’s perspective things seem different. Problems don’t seem as big. (Cf. Jer. 29:11)

 When we begin to tap into God’s thoughts about us we get a glimpse of our future glory! It’s that glimpse of glory that has the power to sustain us during the difficult times of life. That’s why EVERYONE needs a vision for their life! King Solomon said it best “Where there is no vision the people perish!” Prov. 29:18

The problem with VISION is that many of us have become blinded and are unable to see for ourselves!

We become blinded by Fear of the Future, Cf. 2 Tim. 1:7 “God has not given us a spirit of fear but of power …” 

· Afraid to venture out, afraid to try something new

We Become Blinded by the Pain of the Past, 
· Cf. Phil 1:6 “He that has begun a good work in you shall carry it on til the day of Jesus Christ” 

· Cf. Phil 3:13,14 “Forgetting those things  that are behind reaching forth to those which are ahead I PRESS towards the mark …”

We Become Blinded by O.P.P. (Other People’s Problems). 

· Sometimes we suffer from lack of vision because we are hanging around people who have no vision. And they put all their problems off on us!

Illus. – Have you been driving in a snow storm? You’re doing fine by yourself. Your windshield wipers are working fine and you’ve got control of your vehicle. But not until you get behind or alongside somebody that their car starts splashing show slush on your car blocking your vision!! You try as hard as you can to turn your wipers on high but the faster your wipers go the more slush they seem to throw on you!!! Blinding you and slowing you down.  THE ONLY THING FOR YOU TO DO IS TO GET AWAY FROM THEM, SPEED UP AND KEEP THEM BEHIND YOU!!!!!!

(Teach The Text)
We could learn a lot from the servant in the text. 

He was a man who suffered from spiritual blindness. 
When the enemy came against he and the prophet all he could see was the PROBLEM. 

But he teaches what we should do when we struggle with blindness and lack of vision – HE RAN TO THE MAN OF GOD!!

If you Are Going to WIN in 2010 It Is Important and Imperative that you Stay Connected to Someone Who Can See.

Have you ever noticed how the devil works overtime to keep you separated from a man of God? Because he knows that the man of God has a VISION for your Victory! Every Christian needs to align their vision with the vision of their man of God! If we’re going to have victory we’ve got to see the same thing! (I.e. Young man – I see you graduating! Young Lady – I see you living holy! Young couple – I see making it past the petty problems. Seasoned Saint – I see you growing in grace even in your golden years!)
DO YOU SEE WHAT I SEE?

Let me show you what I see for the body of Christ this year…

I SEE MORE!! 

· The prophet told his servant that “those who are with us are MORE than they that be with them”

· In other words, whatever Satan is trying to do this year God is going to do more!

· I see MORE POWER. MORE PROVISION. MORE PEACE! MORE JOY!  MORE MINISTRY! MORE ANOINTING!

· God will never be outdone. He gave Job DOUBLE for his trouble! Cf. Job 42:10
· I speak “TWICE AS MUCH” into your life!
I SEE a season of Effortless Victory. 
· The text says that Israel did not fight nor did Elisha suffer any harm all because of VISION, he could see what others could not. Cf. 2 Chron. 20:15
· In the book of Joshua the people of Israel were commanded to march around the city once a day for SIX days and then SEVEN times on the SEVENTH day. When they shouted the walls came tumbling down. 

· Many seem to believe that it was their shout that caused the walls to come down but I have a different perspective. 

· I think it was the consistency of their march that weakened the foundation walls!! The shout simply brought manifestation to what had been going on underneath the surface. 

· PROPHECY: The pain and struggles of the last few years have been building something in you!!! This year you’re going to PAINLESSLY PRAISE YOUR WAY INTO A BREKATHROUGH!!!

I SEE Transformed Relationships!
· When the army came towards Elisha He asked God to blind them. He led them down to Samaria where Israel was. The king of Israel asked the man of God should he kill them but the prophet said no. He actually told them to BLESS and feed the men who were trying to kill them. 
· This Year God is going to give you the strength to …

· Love Unlovable People!

· Forgive Those Who’ve done You Wrong!

· Mend Broken Relationships!

· Win People to Christ who you thought You would never get along with!
